(2) Usage Guidelines:

1. The swimming pool of our School is open to those who are above 130 cm with the ability
to swim. If you do not meet the height standard, you may not enter the pool without being
accompanied by someone who meets the standards and is able to take care of you.

ii. To enter this pool, you shall produce your membership card or payment receipt, and
register before entering the pool.

iii. The maximum number of persons allowed in the pool at one time is 100. If the number
of people exceeds the limit, a capacity control shall be implemented.

iv. Please warm up, shower, remove makeup, and wear swimsuits and a swimming cap
before entering the pool to keep water clean.

v. Anyone with skin diseases, eye diseases, heart disease, epilepsy, tuberculosis, high blood
pressure or other infectious diseases is not allowed to swim in the pool.

vi. The administrative personnel may refuse to let those who have obvious physical injuries,
hangovers or suffer from excessive fatigue enter the swimming pool in case of safety
concerns.

vii. Without permission, it is prohibited to bring swim fins, glass diving goggles, lifebuoys,
sports balls, aquatic toys, eyeglasses, jewelry, and other items into the pool.

viii. It is prohibited to bring animals to the swimming pool.

ix. Neither shoes nor slippers are allowed to enter the tiles around the swimming pool, and
dangerous activities such as playing and chasing at the edges or in the pool are strictly
prohibited.

x. Except for drinking water, it is prohibited to bring food and drinks in, and chewing gum
and betel nut is strictly prohibited.

xi. Diving is prohibited except for team training and swimming teaching.

xii. Anyone feeling any discomfort while swimming shall leave the pool immediately and
notify the lifeguard or administrative personnel for assistance.

xiii. The wardrobe provided by the pool is only for storing personal belongings. Please take




the belongings back after swimming. The pool is not responsible for the storage and
compensation.

xiv. In the event a person fails to comply with the foregoing regulations and does not follow

the advice of lifeguards and administrative personnel, his right to use the facility shall be

suspended for the day.
